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I. Introduction

This Manual provides you with the necessary general information for properly installing and operating
Guardian Series Filter Fans. Unit specific technical data and mounting instructions are presented later in the
Manual.




ll. Cautions and Warnings

lll. Incoming Inspection

Guardian Series Filter Fans are designed, built, and packaged to withstand the shock and vibration associated
with shipment by common carriers. Occasionally improper handling during shipping causes damage.
Therefore, a thorough inspection should be performed upon receipt of all shipments. Any carton tears, dents,
scratches, or loose articles should be noted on the Freight Bill. Cartons should be opened promptly and the

units inspected for CONCEALED DAMAGE.

An immediate claim MUST be filed with the freight carrier and an inspection requested. Retain all packing

materials. Kooltronic cannot assume responsibility for Consignee's failure to file a timely freight claim.

VI. Installation Instructions

The Guardian Series NEMA 4 or 4X Filter Fans have been engineered to be installed easily. These NEMA 4 or 4X
filter fans have been designed for indoor or outdoor use. Prior to mounting, refer the mounting drawings below
showing dimensions and locations of mounting holes and cutouts. Prior to cutting or drilling, make sure that cutouts
and mounting holes do not interfere with components inside the cabinet.

When mounting your filter fan please keep the following in mind:

Proper orientation of unit is filter at the bottom.

= A minumum of 6 inches clearance from filter to the nearest surface is recommended.
Use neoprene washers provided.

= Recommended torque of 35-in-lbs for proper gasket compression.

IX. Packing Procedure For Warranty Repair

Pack the Filter Fan in an appropriate carton (preferably the original carton), with adequate internal protective
packaging, making sure carton is marked properly.




X. Maintenance

Kooltronic Guardian/GuardianX NEMA 4 or 4X Series Indoor/Outdoor Filter Fans require no maintenance. These
Filter Fans are designed to require only the routine cleaning of air filters to assure unimpeded airflow through the
unit. It is not possible to recommend specific cleaning intervals, since the level and nature of airborne particulate
matter differs widely with each installation. It is generally sufficient to remove and wash the reuseable aluminum
mesh air filters when the outer surfaces of these filters appear covered with a thin layer of dust or lint. Filter coating
adhesive, available from Kooltronic, is recommended (Part number A-16 - 10 oz. container). Replacement filters
are also available from Kooltronic. See page 6 for part numbers.

If filter service is neglected or delayed, the filter fans will not perform at design capacity. The first indication of an
excessively clogged filter is usually a gradual increase of temperature within the equipment cabinet.

Filter removal and service

Kooltronic Guardian/GuardianX NEMA 4 or 4X Series Indoor/Outdoor Filter Fans feature an easily removable
filter to facilitate necessary cleaning.

CAUTION

‘ Do not operate the filter fan for extended periods of time with the filter removed. Operation with ‘

the filter in place is necessary for the fan to maintain its NEMA rating.

1) On the bottom of the unit, pull the filter retainer away from the cabinet and downward to remove filter and filter
retainer.

2) After removal, the filter should be flushed under warm running water with the clean side up, driving contaminants
out of the dirty side of the filter. If the accumulated dirt is oily, washing in a detergent bath is recommended,
followed by a warm water rinse as above.

3) Reinstall the filter and filter retainer, making sure that the retainer legs face toward the cabinet.




Xl. Standard Warranty

The following information is required when an RA is

requested:

- Original customer Purchase Order number and date

- Date product was received by customer

- Number of parts to be returned

- Product description, model and serial number

- Reason for return

- Action requested

- Contact name, telephone, FAX numbers and e-mail address

original packaging if available. All Air Conditioners must be
returned in an upright position properly secured to a pallet.

Warranty repaired
units will be returned to customer at KOOLTRONIC expense
only within the Continental USA.
